Dual Enroliment

A high school student who is taking a course at the high school for college credit (either academic or career/technical course). Courses are taught by a college-credentialed high school teacher at the student’s
high school. Students earn college credit at the same time as earning high school credit.

Step 6: Then select the term you are planning to begin Dual Enrollment courses and your choice of
program of study when you reach college level. If you do not plan to attend CCC, you will still choose a
program that aligns with your interests. If you do plan to attend CCC and need to change your interest
later on, you will contact the Registration office.
