I also would like to thank other supporters of the Battalion, for their direct support, tax credit donations, and giving of their time and talents to help the Battalion throughout this kind of difficult school year. And parents, the recognition we extend tonight is a direct reflection of your support. So a big thank you.
This has been a rocking good year. Despite some heavy weather the Battalion was able to achieve a level of activity and experience to maintain our Honor Unit with Distinction status.
